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MIEMSS conducted a review of NEMSIS 2.2.1v data elements to the electronic Maryland Ambulance Information System (eMAIS) data elements.  This analysis resulted in 3 Excel spreadsheets which provide an account of which elements are found in both sets and those unique to each.  Using the NEMSIS dictionary as a reference point the files are broken into three separate classifications:

1. NEMSIS National Data Elements as compared to eMAIS - (NEMSIS_NDS_eMAIS-Comparison.xls)
2. NEMSIS Non-National Data Elements as compared to eMAIS - (NEMSIS_Non_NDS_eMAIS-Comparison.xls)
3. Maryland eMAIS Only Data Elements – (Maryland Only.xls)
Comparison guide:

The column entitled “Matched eMAIS Element or Status Information” (column C) identifies the comparable eMAIS element to NEMSIS or a condition worth noting.  Blue typed responses identify eMAIS’ ability to provide a derived NEMSIS equivalent response through the use of multiple eMAIS elements or survey response results.  If the response is in Red, you will find a second sheet within the file that will list those elements which are the same between data sets, but their responses differ.  Finally, a response of Do Not Have means there is no equivalent eMAIS element.  

The Maryland Only file identifies data elements and responses which are unique to Maryland EMS.  These may be responses specific to our state protocols, EMS community needs, or special ways of managing data for informational needs. The eMAIS responses in BOLD** type indicate default responses within the database.
